QUALIFICATIONS & GRADING

The English Baccalaureate

GCSE qualifications are mainly exam based, 
with the exams at the end of Year 11. 

Some GCSEs have a coursework element, 
now term NEAs (Non-Examined 
Assessments). 

In 2017, GCSE grading was changed from 
letters (A*-G) to a numerical system (9-1). 

See below for how the grading compares: 

Vocational courses are qualifications that provide 
an equivalent to GCSE. The most widely know are 
BTECs, although there are others. 

Vocational courses are usually assessed through 
coursework completed throughout the course, 
although there is an examined element. These 
exams are sat at different points throughout the 
two years. 

The grading system is for vocational is below:

A Grade for is considered a standard pass 
grade (equivalent of an old grade C. 

However, a grade 5 is now a strong pass 
and is required by many colleges and 
apprenticeships for many courses. . 

Vocational courses are graded at Levels 1 and 
2. 
Within that are Pass, Merit and Distinction 
grades.
A Level 2 Pass is the equivalent of a grade 4. 
A Level 2 Distinction is the equivalent of a 
Grade 7.  

The English Baccalaureate (EBacc) is a group 
of subjects that the top universities value and 
provide greater opportunities for further 
study and more sought after careers. 

The EBacc. consists of English, Maths, 
Science, Separate Science History or 
Geography and Spanish. Passing all five 
subjects at grades 4, 5 or 7 plus will look 
good to future colleges, universities and 
employers. 

At Wordsley, pupils must pick at least one of 
the subjects below:
Separate Science
Geography
History
Spanish
Computer Science

These subjects will be highlighted RED on the 
options form. 



WORDSLEY CURRICULUM

At Wordsley, we believe that all students should 
have access to a broad and balanced curriculum. 
This curriculum has an academic core but allows 
our learners plenty of opportunities to follow their 
individual passions and ambitions. The choices are 
wide ranging and aim to meet the needs of all of 
our pupils. 

The Wordsley curriculum has academic 
foundations. All pupils at Wordsley have to study: 
GCSE English Language
GCSE English Literature
GCSE Mathematics
GCSE Combined or Triple Sciences

For most pupils, they will also have to choose at 
least one red Ebacc subject:
GCSE Separate Science
GCSE Geography
GCSE History
GCSE Spanish
GCSE Computer Science

All pupils have two free picks from a list of 
subjects which are outlined in the remainder of 
this booklet. These subjects are in three option 
blocks. You are required to choose a first and 
second preference in each block. 

In the vast majority of cases pupils will receive 
their first choice. There are a small number of 
subjects where there are limited numbers.

Where do your 
strengths lie, and which topics do you find most rewarding to 
study?

I – Interest: What are you passionate about? Choosing subjects 
you genuinely enjoy will keep you motivated and curious over the 
coming years.

M – Motivation: Think about your future. Which subjects align 
with your potential career paths, university requirements, or 
personal goals?

The curriculum is organized into Option Blocks. For each block, 
you are required to select:

A First Preference: Your top choice for that category.

A Second Preference: A "reserve" choice. While we strive to 
give everyone their first pick, identifying a strong second option 
ensures you are still enrolled in a subject you value if a class 
becomes oversubscribed.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE

Qualification – GCSE
Awarding Body – AQA (Language)

What will I Study?

In English Language you will learn through 
reading, writing, speaking and listening. All are 
covered through the study of non-fiction and 
fiction texts.  You will be asked to read, analyse 
and respond to a range of texts, on many 
different themes and issues. You will be 
expected to write for different purposes, 
adapting to different audiences. Learning will 
take place through reading, highlighting, 
discussing, debating and written responses. 

How will I be Assessed?

You will be assessed by two written exams. 
Both are 1 hour 45 minutes long and worth 
50% of the GCSE:
Paper 1 - Explorations in Creative Reading and 
Writing
Paper 2: Writers’ Viewpoints and Perspectives

Questions will be a range of shorter and longer 
answer questions. There will be some analysis 
of written texts and producing a range of 
different types of writing.

There is a non-examined assessment, where 
you will be assessed presenting., responding to 
questions and feedback and your use of 
standard English. This set during the course 
and assessed by your teacher. It is compulsory 
but does not count towards your final grade.

English Language is the cornerstone of every 
course and career. 

Everything you do in life involves reading, 
writing, speaking and listening. Effective 
communication is important everywhere. 

If you do not pass this course in Year 11, 
you will be required to do it again at College.

Qualification – GCSE

What will I Study?
 
Paper 1: Shakespeare and the 
19th-century novel

Section A - Shakespeare: Pupils will answer 
one question on a studied play (Macbeth).  
They will be required to write in detail 
about an extract from the play and then to 
write about the play as a whole.
Section B - The 19th-century 
novel: Students will answer one question on 
a studied novel (Jekyll and Hyde or a 
Christmas Carol). They will be required to 
write in detail about an extract from the 
novel and then to write about the novel as 
a whole.

Paper 2: Modern Texts and Poetry
 
Section A - Modern texts: pupils will answer 
one essay question from a choice of two on 
their studied modern prose or drama text 
(An Inspector Calls).
Section B Poetry - Pupils will answer one 
comparative question on one named poem 
printed on the paper and one other poem 
from a studied anthology cluster (Power 
and Conflict).
Section C Unseen poetry - Pupils will 
answer one question on one unseen poem 
and one question comparing this poem with 
a second unseen poem

Why is this course important?

English Literature GCSE helps students 
understand powerful ideas about people, 
society and the world through plays, novels 
and poetry. 

It develops critical thinking, empathy and the 
ability to analyse language and structure — 
skills that are essential for further study and 
a wide range of careers. 

Students also learn to express their ideas 
clearly and confidently, both in writing and 
discussion. Above all, the course encourages 
a lifelong appreciation of reading and 
storytelling.

What will I Study?

The course allows pupils to acquire 
mathematical knowledge and skills in a 
way which encourages confidence and 
enjoyment of the subject.  The higher level 
course should allow pupils to pursue 
Mathematics to a further level.  The course 
will form an important basis to be able to 
study many other college courses as well 
as preparing pupils to apply mathematics 
in everyday situations.
 

How will I be Assessed?

You will be assessed through sitting three 
exam papers:
Paper 1 – 1 Hour 30 mins (⅓  of GCSE)
Paper 2 – 1 Hour 30 mins (⅓  of GCSE)
Paper 3 – 1 Hour 30 mins (⅓ of GCSE)

There are two different tiers of entry in 
GCSE Maths:
Higher leading to GCSE Grades 9-4
Foundation leading to GCSE Grades 5-1

Maths is a subject that is important for 
everyday life and future employment. 

Employers and colleges will look for 
numerical skills from their employees. 

Further study and many jobs will require 
Maths at Grade 4 and above. You will have to 
re-sit at Post-16 if you do not achieve this.

What will I Study?

GCSE study in the Sciences provides the foundation 
for understanding the material world.  Scientific 
understanding is changing our lives and is vital to 
the world’s future prosperity.  Students will learn 
essential aspects of the knowledge, methods, 
processes and uses of science.
 
Pupils will study a range of topics through Years 10 
and 11. These include:
 
Biology: The key principles of biology, focusing on 
cells, genetics, evolution, ecosystems, and human 
biology. It covers topics like cell structure, 
enzymes, photosynthesis, respiration, inheritance, 
genetic modification, natural selection, and 
biodiversity. Students also learn about human 
organ systems, such as the circulatory, nervous, 
and immune systems, alongside ecological concepts 
and environmental impact. 

Chemistry: The fundamental principles of 
chemistry, including atomic structure, the periodic 
table, bonding, and chemical reactions. It explores 
topics such as quantitative chemistry, energetics 
and rates of reaction, as well as acids, alkalis, and 
salts. Students learn about Earth’s resources, the 
environment, and sustainability while developing 
scientific inquiry and practical skills. 

Physics: The principles of physics through topics 
including forces, energy, waves, electricity and 
magnetism, particle model of matter, and atomic 
structure. Students study motion, Newton’s laws, 
nuclear physics, and the universe’s structure, 
applying mathematical skills to solve problems and 
interpret data.

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What will I Study?

GCSE study in the Sciences provides the foundation for 
understanding the material world.  Scientific 
understanding is changing our lives and is vital to the 
world’s future prosperity.  Students will learn essential 
aspects of the knowledge, methods, processes and uses. 

Alongside the Core Science curriculum, pupils will study a 
range of additional topics for each discipline in Science 
through Years 10 and 11. These include:-
 
Biology:  Key biological principles and their applications, 
organised into topics like cell biology, organisation of 
organisms, infection and response, bioenergetics, 
homeostasis, inheritance, evolution, and ecology. Students 
explore cell structure, transport processes, and enzymes, 
alongside how organisms are structured and function 
efficiently. It delves into how pathogens cause disease, 
photosynthesis and respiration processes, genetic 
inheritance, genetic engineering, and variation. It also 
examines ecosystems, biodiversity, and the human impact 
on the environment.

Chemistry: Key topics in chemistry including atomic 
structure, the periodic table, bonding, quantitative 
chemistry, chemical changes, and energy changes. It 
explores organic chemistry, chemical analysis, chemistry 
of the atmosphere, and using resources sustainably. The 
course emphasises understanding the principles of 
chemistry and applying them to practical contexts, 
alongside developing skills in scientific investigation, data 
interpretation, and problem-solving

Physics: Key topics focusing on fundamental principles 
and practical applications. It includes forces and motion, 
energy, waves, electricity and magnetism, matter, and 
atomic structure. Students explore core concepts such as 
energy transfer, wave behavior, electric circuits, 
electromagnetism, and nuclear decay. Practical work 
including required experiments develop scientific inquiry 
and problem-solving skills. Pupils study the real-world 
relevance of physics, developing an understanding of its 
role in technology, engineering, and sustainability.

Science will be at least two of your GCSEs.
This course will provide an additional GCSE 
qualification.

Qualification – GCSE

What will I Study?

Unit 1: Living with the physical environment.
E.g. Natural hazards, climate change, 
ecosystems, coastal and river landscapes in the 
UK.
 
Unit 2: Challenges in the human environment.
E.g. Cities: their growth and the issues this 
causes, the gap between the rich and poor, 
changing industries and the economy of the UK, 
how the increasing demand for food in the world 
will be met.
 
Unit 3: Geographical Applications.
This includes 2 field visits to collect geographical 
data and includes studies in both a human and 
physical environment e.g. a river study looking 
at how changes occur from one location to 
another. 

How will I be Assessed?

Paper 1: 1 hour 30 minutes, 35% of the 
qualification.
One exam made up of three sections from the 
content of Unit 1.  
Questions will be a mixture of multiple choice, 
short answers and extended essays.

Paper 2: 1 hour 30 minutes, 35% of the 
qualification.
One exam made up of three sections from the 
content of Unit 2.  
Questions will be a mixture of multiple choice, 
short answers and extended essays.

Why take this course?

Geography helps you to understand the world 
around you and how it works. If you love finding 
about and visiting other places, then it is the 
subject for you. 

Geography also teaches and develops a range of 
skills that colleges and employers are looking 
for, making it a highly regarded subject. 

Where can it take me?

HISTORY

Qualification – GCSE
Awarding Body – Edexcel
Head of Subject – Mrs Taylor

What will I Study?

Medicine in Britain c1250 to Present - A study 
of how medical ideas, treatments,   people and 
events have changed, developed and continued 
from the Medieval world to the present day.

Germany 1918-1939- An in-depth modern 
study in which you will examine the changes in 
Germany after WW1 with the creation of the 
Weimar Republic, how it faced challenges and 
created a ‘Golden Age’, until its demise by 1933. 
This is explored alongside the rise of the Adolf 
Hitler and the Nazi party, their seizing of power 
and what it was like to live in Nazi Germany in the 
1930s. 

Early Elizabethan England 1558-88. Pupils will 
learn about the key events of this iconic 
monarch’s reign – including the problems posed 
by Mary Queen of Scots, the Spanish Armada and 
the settlement of Virginia in America.

The American West, c1835-c1895 A study 
about the growth of modern America. How 
expansion Westwards from the 13 colonies led to 
the creation of the USA and the ‘settling’ of the 
Plains. This explored through themes such as 
settlement and the lure of Gold and riches . 
Lawlessness, controlling settlers and the problems 
for law enforcement. Finally, examining conflict 
and tension. These new White settlers coming 
into contact and conflict with the indigenous 
peoples living in the West. 
 

Why take this course?

History is crucial if you want to understand the 
world around you and how it came to be as it 
is. By knowing History we can also avoid the 
mistakes of the past. 

History is highly valued by educational 
establishments and employers. It shows the 
ability to use a range of information, analyse 
and present it, developing your own argument. 

Where can it take me?

Further Study – A Levels (e.g. History, English, 
Law, Economics, Politics).

What will I Study?

GCSE Food Preparation and Nutrition is a creative 
course which focuses on practical cooking skills to 
ensure pupils develop a thorough understanding 
of nutrition, food  provenance and the working 
characteristics of food materials. At its heart, this 
qualification  focuses on nurturing pupils' practical 
cookery skills to give them a strong understanding 
of nutrition and food science. 
 
Subject Content – What is covered? 

1. Food commodities – Range of foods and 
ingredients from the major commodity groups 
reflecting recommended dietary guidelines for a 
healthy diet, e.g. reduction of sugar intake. 
2. Principles of nutrition – Macronutrients and 
micronutrients and their role in human nutrition. 
3. Diet and good health – Energy requirements 
of different individuals, planning balanced diets for 
different nutritional needs, calculating energy and 
nutritional content of meals.
4. Food science – The effect of cooking food on 
the sensory and nutritional properties of food. 
Food spoilage and sound understanding of the 
microbiological food safety principles. 
5. Food provenance and manufacturing – 
Where food comes from. 
6. Cooking and food preparation – Factors 
affecting food choice, preparation and cooking 
techniques, developing recipes and meals. 
 

Why take this course?

 If you have an interest in food, wish to 
work in the food industry or have 
ambitions of one day owning your own 
restaurant, then this is the course for 
you. 

It combines practice and theory to make 
people more knowledgeable about food 
and nutrition and a better cook. It also 
provides you with an important life skill.

GCSE Religious Studies is for students who like 
thinking, debating and asking big questions about 
life, people and society. This subject isn’t about being 
religious, it’s about understanding the world you live 
in and having the confidence to form and defend 
your own views.

What will I Study?

Paper 1: Religion and Ethics. In this part of the 
course, you explore how Christian beliefs influence 
personal choices, family life and society today.
You’ll explore big questions about God, suffering, 
forgiveness and life after death. Debate 
relationships, marriage, divorce and family life in the 
modern world. Tackle moral dilemmas such as 
abortion, euthanasia and the value of human life. 
Discover how Christians put belief into action through 
worship, festivals and charity. This unit helps you 
understand how beliefs shape values, decisions and 
behaviour in everyday life.

Paper 2: Peace and Conflict. This part of the 
course focuses on belief, justice and living 
responsibly in society, challenging stereotypes along 
the way.
You will learn about core Muslim beliefs and how they 
shape identity and purpose. Examine crime, 
punishment and justice, including forgiveness and 
rehabilitation. Explore Islamic teachings on peace, 
conflict, war and terrorism. Understand what it 
means to live as a Muslim today through daily 
practices and festivals. This unit builds understanding 
of Islam and its role in promoting justice, peace and 
community.

Why study this course?

 If you enjoy studying about people's beliefs, 
cultures and way of life, then this is the subject 
for you. 

By studying this course it enables you to 
understand modern Britain and the World, as it 
helps you to understand people’s beliefs and 
cultures.

What will I Study?

Contemporary issues in sport - By completing this 
unit you will understand a range of topical and 
contemporary issues in sport, including learning about 
participation levels and barriers to completing sporting 
activities. You will also learn how participation is 
impacted by the promotion of values and ethical 
behaviour, about the role of high-profile sporting 
events, the role of national governing bodies and how 
technology is used in within sport. 

R185: Performance and leadership in sports 
activities - In this unit you will have an opportunity 
to develop your skills both as a performer in two 
different sporting activities, and as a leader, 
developing a range of transferable skills. You will work 
both independently and as part of a team, including 
communicating with team mates as well as being in 
front of an audience when you perform. You will 
perform under pressure, both as a participant and as 
a leader, and will use your initiative to solve problems 
and make decisions. Finally, you will deal with rapidly 
changing conditions and situations. 

R186: Sports and the media - In this unit you will 
understand the different sides of a range of media 
sources and apply real life examples to show the 
nature of the relationship between media and sport. 
You will also learn how rapid development in 
technology is enabling sport to be viewed, replayed 
and discussed whenever and wherever the spectator 
wants. You will then develop your ability to evaluate 
and interpret the different ways in which sport is 
represented by the media. 

Who should take this courses and why?

First and foremost, you need to have an 
interest in Sport. Not just playing it but 
coaching, developing and analysing 
performance. 

You will not simply do practical PE, you will 
need to produce written assignments and sit 
and exam.

It will suit pupils who can keep up to date 
with coursework and meet deadlines. It will 
also appeal to pupils who find exams 
difficult, as it is largely coursework based.

Further Study of a vocational 
qualification at Level 3. This prepares 
learners to enter employment or 
apprenticeships, or to move on to higher 
education by studying a degree in the 
Sport Sciences or other related 
courses.
